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If your bottles are clear plastic,

you might want to paint them but
you can make this without paint.
Cut a piece of cardboard large
enough to stick both the bottles
side by side and give a further

4cm of card at each side.

You can add flames to your
rocket pack or you may wish to
add a pipe of some kind and

make oxygen cylinders instead.
